Miscellaneous Information

Nez Perce County is situated in the northwestern portion of
the state. It is bounded on the north by Latah County, on the
east by the new counties of Clearwater and Lewis, on the south
by Lewis and Idaho Counties, and on the west by the Snake river,
the boundary line between Idaho and Washington.

The Open River Transportation Co. operates its boat line on
the Snake river from Portland to Lewiston, except during time of
low water. The Northern Pacific Railway extends to Lewiston
from the main line at Marshall Junction, Washington, and a branch
line from Lewiston follows the Clearwater to Stites, a distance of
75 miles. The O.-W. R. & N. Railway reaches here from the west
through the Snake river canyon. A line jointly constructed by the
Northern Pacific and Oregon-Washington Railway & Navigation
Company is now completed into Grangeville, penetrating the great
grain district of the Nez Perce .and Camas prairies and reaching to
the very doorway of the great mineral zone of Central Idaho.

In wealth and variety of resources, Nez Perce county is recog-
nized as one of the best in the state, yet many of the resources are
in the very infancy of their development. Grain raising, fruit rais-
ing, livestock raising, lumbering, mining, dairying and poultry rais-
ing are among the important resources and the comparative stage
of their development is indicated in the order named. The climate
is one of the county’s attractive features. The winters are never
cold. The thermometer rarely ever reaches zero in Lewiston. The
records of the U. S. Weather Bureau covering a period of eight
years show an average winter temperature of 37 degrees Fahren-
heit, or 5 degrees above freezing, and only three times in that
period it fell below zero.

During the same period of time the average rainfall in Lewis-
ton was 13.73 inches, which is exceeded considerably in the higher
altitudes. The snowfall is heavy in the eastern and mountainous
portion of the state, but snow rarely falls in Lewiston.

In the center of the county, about twelve miles from Asotin,
there is a tract of about 4,000 acres at an altitude of 2,300 feet,
which under the influence of irrigation is producing the finest qual-
ity of winter apples. This tract is known as Cloverland, and the
water to irrigate it is taken from the headwaters of George Creek
in the Blue mountains.
