MISCELLANEOUS INFORMATION

Latah County, in the northern part of the state, embraces an
area of 692,291 acres of land, more than 500,000 of which are
devoted to farming, fruit growing and dairying.

It has a population of 27,800

Latah County contains within its limits the most favoreq
sections of the famous Palouse country. While the western ang
southern portions of the county are rolling and entirely under
cultivation, the eastern and northern sections are covered with
timber of great value.

In the extreme western portion of the county the Weyer_
haeuser syndicate own and operate one of the largest sawmills in
the world, representing an investment of more than $1,000,000
and having a daily capacity of 750,000 feet. This company OWns’,
a large acreage of standing white pine and other timber in the
county.

More than 2,000,000 bushels of wheat and nearly as many of
oats are produced annually in the county, in addition to a large
amount of other small grains. Fully 1,000 cars of hay are shippeq
annually to the coast markets. Dairying, stock raising and fruit
growing are also prominent industries. In the southern part of
the county corn is extensively and profitably grown. The county
has the largest area of cultivable lands of any in the state, area
considered, and ranks among the first in wealth.

Latah County
apples are equal to any in the Pacific Northwest in crispness,
color, flavor and their excellent keeping qualities.
